For both concerts, guest conductor Daniel Boico leads The Florida Orchestra in a varied program of symphonic and pop favorites, including Dvorak’s Slavonic Dance No. 2, Brahms’ Hungarian Dance No. 1, a waltz from Tchaikovsky’s Sleeping Beauty, overtures and polkas by Johann Strauss, Jr., The Rainbow Connection from The Muppet Movie,  John Williams’ Superman March, selections from Richard Rodger’s The King and I and Tchaikovsky’s explosive 1812 Overture.  At the Vinoy Park concert, the evening will conclude with fireworks.

Daniel Boico, Guest Conductor:  Born in Israel and raised in France and the United States, Daniel Boico was the New York Philharmonic Assistant Conductor for the 2009/10 and 2010/11 seasons, where he conducted all of the Young People’s Concerts while working closely with Philharmonic music director Alan Gilbert and guest conductors. He made his New York Philharmonic debut in 2009, conducting an Inside the Music program. 
He recently conducted London’s Royal Philharmonic Orchestra at the Gabala International Music Festival in Gabala, Azerbaijan, and returned to Mexico City to lead the Orquesta Sinfónica Nacional.  Some of Boico’s other conducting engagements have included the Moscow Philharmonic, Novosibirsk Philharmonic, Perm Opera and Ballet, Berlin Radio Symphony Orchestra, Taipei Symphony Orchestra, Israel Philharmonic Orchestra, La Orquesta Filarmónica de la Universidad Nacional de México.  A prize winner at the Prokofiev and Pedrotti conducting competitions, Daniel Boico studied with Russian professor Ilya Musin at the St. Petersburg Conservatory.
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Under the leadership of Music Director Stefan Sanderling, The Florida Orchestra presents 
the 14-concert St. Petersburg Times Masterworks Series and the 8-concert Raymond James Pops Series, both of which are performed in Tampa, St. Petersburg and Clearwater. In addition to a new 3-concert Progress Energy Morning Masterworks series in St. Petersburg, there is also the 7-concert Coffee Concert series in St. Petersburg and a 3-concert Coffee Concert series in Clearwater.  Furthermore, there are a variety of free Pops in the Parks Concerts performed in parks around the Tampa Bay area and the Youth Concerts program reaching thousands of 4th and 5th graders during the school year.  Offering over 100 performances, the 2011-2012 concert year 
marks the orchestra’s 44th season.
