Now in his seventeenth season as principal pops conductor of the Rochester Philharmonic, Jeff Tyzik has led many of the top orchestras in the United States, including the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Pittsburgh Symphony, Boston Pops, Dallas Symphony, Minnesota Orchestra and Cincinnati Pops.  In addition, his compositions and arrangements have been recorded by the Cincinnati Pops Orchestra, London Symphony Orchestra, and by Doc Severinsen with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra in London.  He has also composed and arranged music for Maynard Ferguson and Woody Herman orchestras, as well as composed theme music for many of the major television networks, including ABC, NBC and HBO.  Jeff Tyzik’s most recent appearances with TFO on the Raymond James Pops series include A Holiday Pops and A Century of Broadway on the 2009/10 season, and The One and Only Louis Armstrong on the 2010/11 season.
Steve Lippia, vocalist
Making his debut with TFO, vocalist Steve Lippia has become one of the most prominent, in-demand vocalists and has quickly established his place among the finest interpreters of “standards” and traditional pop music in the nation.  He has performed with a great variety of orchestras across North America, including Peter Nero and Philly Pops, Kansas City Symphony, Cleveland Pops, Toronto Symphony, Rochester Philharmonic, Palm Beach Pops, Indianapolis Symphony, Oregon Symphony, Calgary Symphony, Naples Philharmonic, Grand Rapids Symphony, Louisiana Philharmonic, Edmonton Symphony, Vancouver Symphony, Buffalo Philhamonic and New Jersey Symphony.  He has performed at the legendary Birdland Jazz Club in New York City, backed by the Nelson Riddle and Woody Herman orchestras. He has also headlined in extended engagements at the Rio Suites Hotel and Casino in Las Vegas and Resorts Hotel and Casino in Atlantic City, as well as for multiple engagements at the Hilton Atlantic City and Casino Windsor, among others.   
James Pugh, trombone
In addition to being a concerto soloist, recording artist and educator, trombonist James Pugh has performed with a great variety of legendary artists in the fields of classical, jazz and rock, and as a composer has brought forth his own exciting compositions that expand the role of brass in contem​porary music.  He became New York's top-call freelance trombonist for film scores, records, and music for television and radio advertising.  His trombone can be heard in collaboration with leading classical and popular artists and orchestras such as Yo-Yo Ma, Steely Dan, Eos, Concordia, St. Luke’s Orchestra, André Previn, Paul Simon, Barbara Streisand, Tony Bennett, Michael Jackson, Madonna, Pink Floyd, and Frank Sinatra. Pugh has been called on to add his sound to feature film soundtracks including A League of Their Own, When Harry Met Sally, and Meet Joe Black; and on hit Broadway cast recordings City of Angels, Fosse and Victor/Victoria.  After attending Duquesne University and graduating from the Eastman School of Music, Pugh toured extensively with the Woody Herman Band and with Chick Corea before deciding to settle down and make New York City his home.   These concerts will mark James Pugh’s debut with TFO.
Dave Mancini, drums

Drum set and percussion artist Dave Mancini has toured and performed with many of the premiere artists in the music business, including legendary trumpet player and former Tonight Show Band leader Doc Severinsen, Maynard Ferguson, Maureen McGovern, Eddie Daniels, Urbie Green, Marvin Stamm, Jeff Tyzik, Allen Vizzutti, Don Menza, Bill Dobbins, the Toshiko Akiyoshi/Lew Tabackin Big Band, Dee Daniels, New York Voices, the Five By Design vocal group, Jennifer Holiday, Ann Hampton Callaway, Rosemary Clooney, Joe Williams, and Bob Hope.  He has also shared the bandstand with numerous jazz greats at New York City’s famous jazz nightclub, Eddie Condon’s.  As a percussionist, Mancini has performed with Chuck Mangione, Tony Bennett, Diahann Carroll, and Johnny Mathis, as well as in the pit orchestra for a number of musical theatre productions. He has performed at the Marlboro Music Festival, was a member of the percussion section of the Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra from 1971 to 1981, and was a xylophone soloist on the Eastman Marimba Band album, Nola.  Dave Mancini has performed on numerous Florida Orchestra performances over the past decade, the most recent being on the 2010/2011 Raymond James Pops program of The One and Only Louis Armstrong.

He served as conductor, keyboardist and musical arranger for the Jackson Five as well as conductor and arranger for the Fifth Dimension.  Not long afterward, Johnny Mathis hired him as musical director for his world tour.  He joined Barry Manilow for six years in the same capacity, receiving album credits which include If I Should Love Again, Barry Live in Britain, Barry, and The Greatest Hits. Other recording projects have included collaborations with Natalie Cole, Teena Marie, George Benson, Dave Koz and Ray Charles.  As a symphony pops conductor, Vanacore’s engagements have included the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Detroit Symphony, Atlanta Symphony, Houston Symphony, Seattle Symphony and San Francisco Symphony, among others.  Vanacore makes his TFO debut on the 2010/2011 Raymond James Pops series in a program called Hot! Hot! Hot! A Night at the Copa.

In addition to performing on the Christmas at the Pops! program on the 2011/2012 season, The Master Chorale of Tampa Bay, under Music and Artistic Director James Bass, will join TFO on its Masterworks series to perform Orff’s Carmina Burana, Beethoven’s Calm and Properous Voyage and two works by Frederick Delius: Sea Drift and Appalachia: Variations on an Old Slave Song with Final Chorus.  A highly select, 130-voice, all-volunteer chorus of singers from the entire Tampa Bay area, The Master Chorale has performed and premiered many symphonic choral works under the direction of Stefan Sanderling, Jahja Ling, Robert Shaw, John Nelson, Julius Rudel, Founding Music Director Emeritus Robert Summer and Jo-Michael Schiebe.  The chorale has also performed abroad at London’s Westminster Cathedral and King’s College Chapel in Cambridge, among other locales.  Designated in 1989 as the principal chorus of TFO, some of its most recent performances with the orchestra include Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9, Schubert’s Mass No. 6, Orff’s Carmina Burana, Mahler’s Symphony No. 2, Resurrection, Haydn’s The Creation, Mahler’s Symphony No. 3 and the requiems of Dvorak, Faure and Mozart.

Steven Reineke, guest conductor

The 2009/2010 season marked the beginning of Steven Reineke’s tenure as music director of The New York Pops as well as principal pops conductor of the Long Beach Symphony Orchestra.  Among his other posts, he is currently the principal pops conductor of the Modesto Symphony Orchestra and the associate conductor of the Cincinnati Pops Orchestra.  In this latter position, he served for fifteen years as conducting protégé of the late celebrated pops conductor Erich Kunzel as well as a composer and arranger, producing over one hundred orchestral arrangements for the Cincinnati Pops Orchestra.  Reineke’s many guest conducting engagements include appearances with The Philadelphia Orchestra, Boston Pops Orchestra and Los Angeles Philharmonic, as well as the orchestras of Toronto, Houston, Detroit, Indianapolis, Baltimore, Vancouver and Edmonton.  Reineke made his TFO debut on the 2010/2011 Raymond James Pops season with his Wicked Divas on Broadway program.
Mike Eldred, vocalist

Lauded by Variety Magazine for “a soul-piercing performance,” Mike Eldred’s career covers a variety of performances in concert and on Broadway, as well as on recordings, radio and television.  He appeared on Broadway in Les Miserables in the role of Jean Valjean.  He starred as Tony in the Nashville Symphony's production of West Side Story earning international praise as “arguably the best Tony on record.”  In 2010, Eldred starred as The Tenor in the national concert tour of Handel’s Messiah Rocks.  He has performed in concert with many of North America’s symphony orchestras including Seattle, Toronto, Indianapolis, Dallas, Baltimore, Kansas City, Long Beach, Chicago, Cincinnati, Oklahoma City, Houston, Fort Worth, Edmonton and Nashville.  His other notable Broadway and national tour credits include the original cast of the Tony-nominated The Civil War and the 25th Anniversary tour of Jesus Christ Superstar. Charles Lazarus, trumpet
Singled out by New York Newsday for his “bedazzling technique and a refined sense of musicianship,” trumpeter Charles Lazarus is known for his distinctive blend of exotica and funk fired jazz.  Lazarus made his Carnegie Hall solo debut with the New York String Orchestra at the age of 19 while still a student at The Juilliard School in New York.  He has been a member of the Dallas Brass, Meridian Arts Ensemble, Canadian Brass, and currently the Minnesota Orchestra.  Lazarus has performed his own compositions for the Montréal and Ottawa international jazz festivals, live on Radio Canada, for music videos that have aired nationally on Canadian television, and as an opening act for Tony Bennett.  He has performed with the New York Trumpet Ensemble, The New York Big Brass, The London Brass, and the Montréal Symphony and has been a soloist with the Minnesota Orchestra, North Carolina Symphony, Oregon Symphony, Les Violons du Roy, and the Bach Society, among others.  He has recorded for television and Imax film scores, as well as major symphony orchestras and numerous classical, pop and jazz ensembles. He has been on the trumpet faculties of Princeton University and St. Olaf College, and has performed and taught master classes throughout the United States, Canada, South America, Europe and Asia.  These concerts mark Lazarus’ TFO debut.
Sarah Hicks, guest conductor
After serving for three seasons as the Minnesota Orchestra’s assistant conductor, Sarah Hicks was appointed the Minnesota Orchestra’s principal conductor of pops and presentations in the fall of 2009.  She was also recently appointed associate conductor of the North Carolina Symphony.  She was previously associate conductor of the Richmond Symphony, resident conductor of the Florida Philharmonic and assistant conductor of the Reading Symphony Orchestra and the Philadelphia Singers (the chorus of The Philadelphia Orchestra), which she has led in radio broadcasts heard on National Public Radio. She has also served as music director of the Hawaii Symphony, an ensemble she founded in 1991 and led for five seasons.  Furthermore, her guest conducting engagements have included the Los Angeles Philharmonic, San Francisco Symphony Orchestra, Detroit Symphony Orchestra, Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra, Prime Philharmonic of Korea, Delaware Symphony Orchestra, Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia and South Carolina Philharmonic.   To her credit, The New York Times cited Sarah Hicks as part of “the next generation of up-and-coming American conductors.”   Sarah Hicks makes her TFO conducting debut on the 2010/2011 Raymond James Pops series with a program called Totally Awesome 80s.
