The Florida Orchestra’s upcoming season runs from October through May with most of its 14 St. Petersburg Times Masterworks concerts and 8 Raymond James Pops programs being performed at the Straz Center for the Performing Arts in Tampa on Friday evenings, Progress Energy Center for the Arts - Mahaffey Theater in St. Petersburg on Saturday evenings, and Ruth Eckerd Hall in Clearwater on Sunday evenings.   There is also a new 3-concert Progress Energy Morning Masterworks series on Fridays at the Progress Energy Center for the Arts - Mahaffey Theater in St. Petersburg, and the orchestra offers 7 morning Coffee Concerts at the Progress Energy Center for the Arts - Mahaffey Theater in St. Petersburg on Thursdays, and 3 Coffee Concerts at Ruth Eckerd Hall in Clearwater on Wednesdays.
